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Conclusion: Municipal spending is at an all time high, while school spending is slightly above 2007 levels. Regardless of what Mayor Avedisian claims regarding cutting spending, the fact is that municipal spending has continued to increase. 
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Conclusion: Over the last two fiscal years 100% of local tax dollars collected have been allocated to the municipal budget, schools have been level funded. In fact if Mayor Avedisian’s budget is passed as proposed $11,663,472 will be allocated toward new city spending and $0 to schools.
With a level funded budget the school department will need to cut in excess of $5 million to balance it’s budget, reflecting the need for concessions to reduce personal expenses. If the City Council levels funds the city budget just like the schools, there would be no need for new property taxes or a new car tax.
